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Our slogan “Réveiller Votre Penchant Pour La Motocyclisme” when translated reads:  ‘Revitalize your 
love of motorcycling’ but, I can hear you say, I’ve not lost my love of motorcycling. This may be true 

but the more mature of us can remember when there 
was far less traffic, appropriate speed limits were in 
force and we had decent roads to ride on. Sadly 
those days are long gone but are they?

Audrey and I have been members of EAMG since

We’ll ride along the banks of the Loire 
River through the Loiret Region before reaching our hotel for three nights in Côte-d’Or. 
 
 

Located in the hollow of a wooded valley, at 
the foot of the first gothic church in Burgundy, 
the Bony family have been welcoming guests 
for four generations in the prestigious setting 
of the hotel; formerly an outbuilding of the 13th 
century abbey. There are no better 
surroundings in which to relax after a superb 
days riding than the terrace by the new 
swimming pool. 
 
During our three night stay, we’ll organise two 
rideouts on wonderful roads that are sure to 
bring an enormous grin to any motorcyclist. 
Some open and flowing while others are more 
technical but all take us through the splendid 
countryside of the region. 
 

Be prepared for a 300 mile ride back to Calais but it is a pleasant and well proven route and we’ve 
booked a later ferry.

Bookings and Payment

A booking confirmation and invoice which must be paid in full at least 6 weeks before departure will be sent to you. Failure to 
submit payment on time may result in the cancellation of your booking. 
 
Your Responsibilities

2. You are deemed to be in control of your machine at all times and you understand and agree that you are legally 

responsible for your own safety and the safety of your pillion. 
3. Your machine must be road legal, fully serviceable and in good condition capable of covering the anticipated mileage of 

your selected ride. You are responsible for your own motorcycle safety checks. 
4. You must be in possession of a valid Insurance Certificate, providing comprehensive cover while riding in the EU, and MoT 

Certificate (if applicable) for your machine. 
5. You must be in possession of Personal Medical Insurance, Roadside Recovery and Repatriation Insurance for yourself 

(the rider), your pillion and for your machine. 
6. You and your pillion must carry a European Health Insurance Card available online at http://www.ehic.org.uk, which 

provides basic medical cover free within the E C. Please note that an EHIC does not cover repatriation costs in the event 
of a serious illness or accident and hospitals in France will not treat you if you don’t have one. 

7. You and your pillion need to be holders of a British or EU passport to join Réveiller Rides. If you or your pillion holds any 
other passport a visa may be required and you should contact the appropriate authority before travelling.
